RULES: Centerline rule will be enforced, including at the finish.
Neutral zone in Wolf Creek for all racers.  All USA Cycling Rules
apply.  Racers MUST obey all traffic laws. Helmets are
mandatory for all racers. 

Senior 1,2,3: Racers proceed northeast on Recreation Road
from the staging area to the turnaround (neutral zone) near
Hardy Creek bridge and then proceed back past the staging
area. Racers then proceed west from the staging area to Wolf
Creek (neutral zone), then northwest on MT 434 to MT 200, turn
right on MT 200 to US 287, then right on US 287 to I15, south to
Wolf Creek, through Wolf Creek (neutral zone) north onto
Recreation Road.  The finish is located approximately 1.5 miles
 before hiway 287 meets the interstate Total course length: 82
miles. (See map to below.)

All Other Categories: proceed west from the staging area to
Wolf Creek (neutral zone), then northwest on MT 434 to MT 200,
turn right on MT 200 to US 287, then right on US 287 to I15,
south to Wolf Creek, through Wolf Creek (neutral zone) north
onto Recreation Road.  The finish is located approximately 1.5
miles
 before hiway 287 meets the interstate Total course length The
finish is the same as 1,2,3's. Total course length 42 miles.
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
