The Course:  A new venue that features a nice blend of asphalt, grass, concrete, dirt, gravel and sand.  We’ll throw in a few barriers, both natural and artificial, to keep racers on their toes.  This course should allow groups to stay together, and will reward the craftiest tacticians as well as the most physically fit.
Location:  Playfair Park, 3100 block of Russell Street, Missoula
Directions:  

From I-90 and North Missoula – Take Orange Street south to Broadway.  Go right/west on Broadway to Russell Street.  Turn left on Russell and proceed south for 2 miles, past the recently reconfigured “Malfunction Junction” (Russell St./South Ave./Brooks St.) and then the Missoula Fairgrounds.  The park entrance is a short distance farther south, on your left/east between the YMCA and the C.M. Russell Elementary School.

From Hwy. 93 and South Missoula – As Highway 93 enters Missoula, you’ll pass a stoplight and then a Mal-Wart store (on your right).  Just past the Mal-Wart, jog right onto 39th Street.  Proceed east on 39th for just over a mile.  Turn left on Russell and go a half mile north to the race venue, as described above.
