The Course: (same as 2005) Riders will start in Frenchtown and proceed west on Mullan Road.  The course will cross over I-90 at the Huson overpass, turn left and continue westbound on the Frenchtown frontage road to Six Mile Road and NineMile Road.  Depending on category, riders ride one or more laps on the Remount/West NineMile/NineMile road loop (ridden clockwise).  Racers will return to Frenchtown from via the same route as described:  Nine Mile Rd. to SixMile Rd. to Frontage Rd. to Mullan Rd.  The finish will be on an open, highly visible stretch of Mullan Road, roughly adjacent to the King Ranch golf course, about one-half mile west of downtown Frenchtown.
Road surfaces range from smooth asphalt to rural dirt roads.  Racers should expect the roads to be littered with potholes, rocks and sections of broken asphalt.  Sturdy tires and wheels are highly recommended.  Wheel support will follow each group but you should be prepared to fix your own flat.  The course will be open to vehicles and centerline rule will be enforced.
Racers will complete a total distance of 20 to 60 miles.  Racers who are in the peloton may ride more than two abreast, but will remain to the right side of the centerline at all times.  Dropped racers will ride as far to the right-hand side of the road as possible.
